required vocabulary, teaching methods which are not expected in the UK, not
understanding how the UK school system works or having enough experience to see where
students are in terms of the usual progression of learning journey.

£ FULLY FUNDED

The aim of this Work Group is to develop resources and guidance as to how schools can
support overseas teachers in Mathematics Departments. We will explore the differences
between mathematical teaching in the UK and abroad to identify areas where teachers will
need support to adapt effectively to teach in the UK. We hope to smooth the transition in a
way that will support the overseas teachers while reducing the effort required by the maths
departments they are joining.
